The events in this Book actually happened to a man who
really lived. He is referred to in Ezekiel 14:14 & 20. There he is mentioned
along side Moses and Daniel, both of whom | am sure we would not debate
their existence. He is also referred to in James 5:11 where it says, “Ye have
heard of the patience of Job.”

STYLE OF WRITING: POETIC - This is the first of the Books categorized as the
Poetic Books. These books include Job, Psalms, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes, Song
of Solomon and Lamentations.
